The village has 763,000 Euros in an 
investment account at the end of 2008.

If you send us anything with a seasonal 
touch, we do appreciate receiving it well in 
advance. 
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In this issue I would like to introduce you to 
Thermo Auricular Therapy, more commonly 
referred to as Hopi ear candling.

log shed to store all the winter fuel. 

Outside they have cleared a lot of the land 
and started a garden, planted some veg, salad 
and herbs and knowing Gerry it probably will 
not be long until she is turning it all into 
some great wine.

from Nicosia. The 
church was not 
dedicated until 1901, 
when the dedication 
ceremony was carried 
out by the Bishop of 
Kition, Kyrillos the 
First. 

Both churches were 
dedicated to St. 
George, because it is 
said that he once 
saved the village and 
its people from an 
outbreak of cholera. 

St George’s Day is celebrated twice every 
year, on the 23rd of April and the 3rd of 

November. 

Some distance outside 
the village, not far 
from the sea, there is 
the small church 
named after St 
Anargyri. This church 

was renovated a 
couple of years ago, 
and has a lovely 
set t ing in t he 
countryside. 

The ruins of St 
Nicholas Church lie 

in an archaeological area south of the village. 
Because of the location, permission was not 
granted to rebuild this church on the same 
site. Instead, the new St Nicholas church is 
situated on a hillside, overlooking the sea. 
Work on this church is continuing, with the 
stone cladding 
of the exterior 
a n d  s o m e 
l a n d s c a p e 
work. 

To administer 
the vi l lage 
churches, there is a committee of five 
members, the President of which is always 
the Priest. Its duties are to manage the 
property of the church, to organise the 
smooth running of services and to carry out 
any maintenance necessary.
