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Snakes: loved by some
feared by others.

There are around 3000 species of
snakes living in the world that we know
about; of these 375 are venomous. In
Cyprus we have 8 species of snakes; the
blunt nosed viper is the one to worry
about as this is the one that has enough
venom to kill a man if you don't get an
antidote quick enough. The other 7 could
leave you feeling a bit ill, whipped or
scared half to death. If you get bitten by
any snake try to get a good look at it (to
enable you to give a description to
medical staff) and seek medical attention
straight away. Try not to panic as this will
make your blood, along with the
poison, circulate round the
body faster. Remove any
restricting clothing as the
body could swell.

We have probably all seen
a few snakes this summer, | went out for
a walk one evening and saw 2 in 5
minutes, and they were the black whip
snakes that the locals say are good to
have around as you never find poisonous
snakes near the black whip snakes. If
you see a whip snake, as with any other
snake, keep your distance as it could be

breeding season and
they will not take
kindly to any threat.

Facts about snakes

* Snakes occur all over the world apart
from Greenland, Iceland, Antarctica
and Ireland.

* Snakes do not pass urine as they
have no bladder.

* Snakes have a slow metabolism and
can go for many days without eating
after a filling meal.

* Snake are deaf to airborne sounds
that we hear and pick up vibrations
from sounds through there jawbone
on the ground.

* Snakes use their forked tongues to
smell.

* The two halves of a snake's jaw are
not attached to each other rigidly; this
gives them the ability to swallow prey
three times larger than the mouth.

* Snakes have more than 200 teeth but
do not use them to chew as they point
backwards; they use them to grip their
prey securely.

Larnaca, surface meteorology

The chart below shows the surface
meteorology for the nearest station, at
Larnaca airport, for each month of the
year, on average.

These data were obtained from the
NASA Langley Research Center’s
Atmospheric Science Data Center

No computers were hacked into to obtain
these figures




Our climate discussion
actually started with a
question as to how quickly
the daylight hours lengthen
or shorten.

The table below shows the data, again
for Larnaca, obtained from an excellent
website, gaisma.com. The figures are
based on the algorithms of the National
Oceanic & Atmospheric Administration
(NOAA).

The axes of the graph are the months
(J—D) along the bottom, with the hours
in 24-hour format from 01:00 (1) to 23:00
(23)along the right side

The answer to the question on the actual
change is that it is irregular. Obviously,
the length of day depends on the latitude
of a particular place - that's how we have
24-hour days/nights at the poles at the
solstices. The angle of the sun, time of
year and even altitude also have an
effect.

Visit the web site to see the figures on a
day-by-day basis, for various locations.

Don't forget that we will be changing our
clocks back an hour at the end of
October, as can be seen in the glitch on
the chart below.

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These days we can buy all sorts of stain
removal gels, powders and liquids, but
there are times when it is convenient to
be able to use stuff you may have around
the house - or shed - to treat accidental
spills and dribbles on clothes and
furnishings.

Before treating a stain, you should test
the colour and fabric reaction on an
inside hem or seam before proceeding.
Apply only very light pressure to knitwear
to avoid damaging the garment structure.
Never use warm water on a greasy mark
or treat wool with chlorine bleach.

Here’'s a selection of stain removers for
your store cupboard.

Ammonia

A useful stain removing aid, an alkali and
grease solvent, it is useful for grease,
chocolate and blood. It is generally used
diluted; 1 part ammonia to 3 of water is
usual. Fabrics are prone to colour
bleeding when treated with ammonia, so
the colour-fast test is essential. Ammonia
gives off unpleasant fumes and can burn
the skin, so handle with care.

Amyl Acetate
This is very like nail varnish remover, but
safer to use on acetate fabrics. It will
dissolve some paints and glues and, of
course, nail varnish. Use with care as it is
inflammable.

Bleach

Bleach is useful for
stains on white cotton
or linen. It should

always be used diluted - neat bleach can
damage the fabric irreparably. 5-10 ml (1-
2 tsps) to a litre of water is usual. To
prevent the treated area being bleached
lighter than the surrounding fabric,
immerse the whole garment in the
solution. Thorough rinsing is essential.
Do not use on synthetics, wool or silk, or
anything with a special finish.

Borax

This works well at neutralising acid
stains, such as those made by wine and
fruit, and it can be used on most fabrics
However, it will start to bleach the colour
out of some fabrics after about 15
minutes. Use diluted 10 ml (2 tsps) to %2
litre water. It can irritate the skin, so wear
rubber gloves when using borax.

Eucalyptus oll

A highly effective, very pungent oil, that
works well on tar stains. If you don't have
eucalyptus oil, try using a fly spray on
flip-flops and feet!

Glycerine

Use to soften stains that have set before
you discover them. Use dilute in equal
parts with warm water.



Hydrogen peroxide

This is a milder form of bleach and is
suitable for getting stains off wool and
silk. Do not use on nylon or fabrics with
special finishes. Hydrogen peroxide is
usually sold in 20 vol strength and is
diluted 1:6 with water. Whites can be
soaked overnight, but coloured fabrics
could start to bleach out after about 30
minutes.

It is also useful for cleaning marble and
ivory, and will remove some scorching
from fabrics.

Lemon

Useful for iron-mould stains.

Methylated spirit

Useful for treating non-washable items.
Use neat, applied with a clean white
cloth. Do not use on acetate or tri-acetate
fabrics

Salt
Removes blood and sweat stains from
most materials and is useful for

absorbing fruit stains

Surgical Spirit

For fruit, fruit juice and red wine, dab the
stain quickly with a mixture of surgical
spirit and water (3: | ratio).

Vinegar

Useful undiluted for treating blood stains
on wool fabrics, followed by dabbing with

cold water. For black coffee, mix in equal
quantities with zivania and dab the stain

gently then press with an absorbent
cloth.

Washing soda

Useful for removing greasy stains, but it
is caustic, so use with care.

White spirit

As well as removing paint stains, white
spirit will lift lipstick and ball-point pen
marks. It can also be used for egg and
milk stains: rub gently with a cloth soaked
in white spirit, then with a cloth soaked in
diluted white vinegar.

However you remove
stains, when the
treatment is complete,
dab the affected area
with cold water before
washing or dry-
cleaning the garment -
whichever method is
indicated by the care
label.

serves 4

5 tablespoons olive ol

2-4 cloves of chopped garlic
(depending on how much garlic
you like)

150g broccoli florets

2 sliced courgettes

1 red and 1 yellow pepper deseeded
and chopped

250g penne pasta (or other pasta
shapes)

500g chicken breast cut into small
strips

100g cream cheese (you can use
low fat for a healthy option)

Fresh torn basil

Salt and pepper

Preheat oven to 200°. Mix the garlic
& oil together in a bowl, then add the
vegetables and seasoning and mix
well. Place the vegetables onto a
baking tray and place in the oven for
about 25 minutes until cooked. Boil

the pasta following the instructions
on the pack. Add a little oil to a frying
pan and cook the chicken strips for a
few minutes until cooked through.
Drain the pasta and stir in the
vegetables, cream cheese and
chicken. Add a few tablespoons of
boiling water if the sauce is a little
thick and top with the torn basil.

This can be eaten warm or cold as a
pasta salad - ideal to take on a
picnic. You could prepare this early
in the day pop it in the fridge and
enjoy with a salad and a bottle of
wine for some easy alfresco dining in
the evening.
