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South Africa has just 
celebrated the 20th 
anniversary of Nelson 
Mandela’s release 
from Victor Verster 
Prison and they have 

travelled a long way since the death of 
Apartheid. To win the right to hold the 
World Cup is a tremendous 
achievement, but are they really ready 
for such a massive competition? 

The rugby World Cup held in 1995 and 
recently celebrated in the movie Invictus 
starring Mat Damon went off with hardly 
any problems. But rugby’s a different 
culture. We are all well aware of the kind 
of support football enjoys and though it’s 
only a minority that cause trouble it can 
be a particularly vicious minority. 
Hooligans are not necessarily top of the 
problem list of South Africa’s Crime 
Combatting and Investigation (CCI) 
Division. They have to contend with a 
horrendous crime rate. 

Would I travel to watch a competition in a 
country whose last available statistics 
revealed that between April 2007 to 
March 2008 there were 18,487 murders 
and 36,000 rapes that’s 50 and 98 
respectively every day? I’m not so sure. 
41,000 police will be on duty and that 
certainly reflects the concerns of the 

South African government for the safety 
of tens of thousands of visitors. To add 
to this it’s been reported that thousands 
of prostitutes from all over Africa, most 
no doubt HIV positive, will descend on 
the world cup venues, accompanied by 
pimps whose track record for violence is 
apparently unparalleled in the criminal 
fraternity. 

Apart from security there is the cost of 
upgrading five stadia and building new 
ones in Bloemfontein, Cape Town, Port 
Elizabeth and Durban at the cost of 
billions of Rand in a country suffering 
from major poverty. 

Travel between venues will tax the 
biggest fan. From Polokwane to Cape 
Town is a four-and-a-half hour flight and 
requires a stop over in Johannesburg. Of 
course you could drive it, though the 
1736 Km would take you 17 hours! It’s a 
big country and the venues stretch from 
one end to the other. 

South Africans are passionate about 
their rugby and football and the World 
Cup will be a massive celebration for 
them but even with the huge revenues to 
be gained from this sudden influx of 
football fans one can only wonder how 
beneficial it will be in the long term.

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Soccer in Maroni is alive, and will thrive 
into the future thanks to the excellent 
facilities made available up at the village 
stadium. Now grassed over, the soccer 
pitch is a good size, properly level and 
with adequate floodlighting as and when 
needed.  

A soccer academy has been formed 
called, in Greek, “BA� I � IKO�  
� E N T A � X O I N O � ”  ( V a s i l i k o s 
Pentaschoinos) in which the youngsters 
are put through their paces in training in 
various age groups (e.g. up to nine years 
old and from nine to fourteen years old) 
for an hour or so at different times of the 
week by qualified football coaches. 

The head coach is Gasoumie and he is 
ably supported by his 
nephew Nondas, and 
Christos is the third 
coach. Any boy can join 
the academy which pulls 
in children from the 
seven villages of: Ayios 
Theodoros, Choirokitia, 
Kalavasos, Tochni, 
Psematismenos, Zygi 
and Maroni. 

Apart from the good quality of the grass 
in the stadium, the quality and quantity of 
gear is impressive with various-sized 
goals (on wheels, so that they can be 
moved around for training purposes), and 
many soccer balls so that every 
youngster can readily participate in all the 
training without having to wait for long to 
get at a football.  

The level of coaching is high and suitably 
intense. Impressively, the coaches know 
each boy’s first name (helped by each 
boy having both a number and name on 
the back of his own T-shirt) and the 
overall impression is that one and all are 
getting both benefit and enjoyment from 
the training sessions. 

So, what about the really big boys in the 
First XI? The club is called, “� O�  
AEM” (� O�  A�� HTIKH EN�� H 
MAP� NIOY  (an amalgam of two teams). 
Well now, in this team, just about anyone 
living in Cyprus of any nationality could 
qualify to play and the result is a very 
successful, and quite skilful, squad of 
young players. They have been known to 
win by as little as 6-3 or 4-1, but scores 
of 5-0 or 6-0 seem to be quite common.  

Sadly, the fixture list is at times a little 
haphazard, with a home match being 
played away and one scheduled for a 
Saturday played on a Friday, thus 
making regular support a trifle difficult. 
Regardless, for those who appreciate 

s o m e  i n t e r e s t i n g 
amateur soccer your 
support  would be 
welcomed, and as there 
is a canteen open during 
the matches you can 
refresh yourselves while 
watching from the 
stands!

Pentecost is the 
Day of the Holy 
Sprit in the 

Orthodox faith. Also known as 
Kataklysmos, the festival of the flood, it 
falls 50 days after the celebration of 
Easter. This year it takes place on 24th 
May. There will be a service on the 
evening of Sunday 23rd, with 
celebrations on the Monday.

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Gerry Potter is Professor of Medicinal 
Chemistry at Leicester’s De Montfort 
University. He heads the Cancer Drug 
Discovery Group. Profesor Potter’s 
research work has been published in the 
British Cancer Journal and the British 
Naturopathic Journal. 

A ‘wonder drug’ designed and developed 
by Professor Gerry Potter could be a 
future cure for many cancers. 

The drug only becomes toxic when it 
comes into contact with an enzyme 
found in cancerous cells. The enzyme 
activates the drug so that cancer cells 
are destroyed but healthy cells are 
untouched. Today's chemotherapy 
attacks both cancerous and 
healthy cells, causing serious 
side effects. 

Prel iminary tests have 
produced som e highly 
encouraging results. The drug 
has proved to be effective 
against 95% of cancer cells, 
even tumours which are 
resistant to other forms of treatment. The 
drug has destroyed lung, breast, 
stomach, colon and brain cancer cells, 
but leukaemia has proved resistant as it 
does not contain the enzyme that this 
drug destroys. 

Classic chemotherapy treatments are at 
best only twice as toxic to cancer cells as 
healthy ones and only so much can be 
given to a patient before it damages 
normal tissue. This new drug is up to 
10,000 times as poisonous to cancer 
cells as it is to normal ones but it will not 
harm the body and that is the difference. 
The drug is a breakthrough and could 
become available in tablet form. 

Professor Potter told the Maroni news "I 
never believed that cancer was a curable 
disease. Now in the light of what we 

have discovered, I 
believe that cancer 
is curable. It could 
be up to a decade 
before this drug 
reaches the market 
as many more tests 
are needed. Hopes 
of cancer patients 
should not be 
raised at this early 
stage.” 

In the meantime Professor Potter has 
been developing another drug called 
abiraterone which has now completed 
clinical trials. This drug is especially 
designed for prostate cancer and a study 

of 1,200 patients (in 200 
hospitals) worldwide is 
cur rent ly  in progress. 
Professor Potter also has a 
natural version of these drugs 
called salvestrol. Salvestrols 
are like magic bullets seeking 
out and destroying cancer 

cells. These are available now and can 
be bought online for delivery to Cyprus at 
www.1880perform.com. Salvestrols do 
not need clinical trials as they are sold as 
a food supplement and are 100% 
natural, Salvestrol has been shown to be 
effective against various forms of cancer.  
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A big thank you to my husband and Jon
